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; BCDA, consortium eye building a 6.1-hectare low-cost

The Bases Conversion and Development Authority (BCDA) is
seeking to partner with a consortium of South Korean and
local companies to develop a 6.1-hectare affordable housing
complex in New Clark City, aiming to address the country’s
housing shortage and foster sustainable urban growth.

The consortium includes Sta. Clara International Corporation
(SCIC), Saekyung Realty Corporation, and Korea Overseas
Infrastructure and Urban Development Corporation (KIND),
which is expected to invest approximately Php4.8 billion in the
project.

The development aligns with United Nations Sustainable
Development Goal 11 (SDG 11), which aims to make cities
and human settlements inclusive, safe, resilient and
sustainable. This also forms part of President Ferdinand R.
Marcos Jr. 's Pambansang Pabahay Para sa Pilipino (4PH)
Program, which seeks to provide affordable housing for low-
income families.

The project will feature 12 high-density residential buildings,
with a total of 3,320 units. Of these, 2,600 units across nine
buildings will be allocated for the open market, while the
remaining 720 units in three buildings will be part of the 4PH
Program.

“Beyond addressing housing needs, this project, if realized, will
generate jobs, attract investment, and drive economic growth
in Central Luzon, " BCDA President and CEO Joshua M.
Bingcang said in a statement.

Aside from residential units, the project will also include
modem infrastructure and essential amenities, such as green
spaces and parks for recreation and wellness, road networks
and stormwater drainage systems to enhance resilience, fire
protection measures and disaster-ready structures, retail and
commercial spaces, sports and leisure facilities to promote
community engagement.

Engr. Bingcang emphasized that these features will contribute
to New Clark City's goal of becoming a smart, sustainable,
and disaster-resilient metropolis, designed to withstand
climate challenges while enhancing the quality of life for its
residents.

In 2023, BCDA entered into a memorandum of understanding
with the Department of Human Settlements and Urban
Development (DHSUD), the project’s implementing agency, to
develop the initial housing units under the 4PH Program
inside New Clark City.

; Uzbekistan and KIND disauss Smart Bio-Cluster project
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A preliminary report on the master plan of the
Biotechnological Cluster project, implemented under
intergovernmental cooperation with the Ministry of
Land, Infrastructure and Transport of the Republic of
Korea and the Korean state corporation KIND (Korea
Overseas Infrastructure & Urban Development), was
discussed in Tashkent.

During the meeting, representatives of Uzbekistan's
Pharmaceutical  Industry  Development  Agency
presented their comments and proposals regarding
the structure of the master plan and responded to
inquiries from the Korean side.

The project is being carried out as part of the K-City
Network Global Cooperation Program with the
involvement of the Agency for Innovative
Development and the Pharmaceutical Industry
Development Agency. The sides had earlier agreed on
the development of a Smart Bio-Cluster in Tashkent,
which includes the drafting of a master plan, a
preliminary feasibility study, and a roadmap for
implementation, followed by the engagement of
Korean investors and companies.

Following the talks, the delegation visited the
Tashkent Pharma Park, an innovative scientific and
industrial  pharmaceutical cluster, to familiarize
themselves with ongoing projects and prospects for
cooperation. The guests also toured the site allocated
for the construction of the Smart Bio-Cluster and
received a detailed briefing on its infrastructure and
alignment with project requirements.

Additionally, the delegation visited the Grand
Logistics center owned by Grand Pharm. At the
36,000-square-meter  facility, = guests  were
introduced to the distribution system and fully
automated processes based on the SAP platform
and compliant with GDP (Good Distribution
Practice) standards.

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; UK and South Korea sign first of its kind agreement to support global infrastructure development and Ukraine's reconstruction

The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland
(UK) has signed a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU)
with the Republic of Korea (ROK).

The MoU enhances cooperation between the UK
Department for Business and Trade (DBT) and the Korean
Overseas Infrastructure & Urban Development Corporation
(KIND) to work on Ukrainian reconstruction projects, as

well as global infrastructure development in other markets.

This first of its kind agreement signals an exciting
opportunity for British and South Korean businesses to
make a difference in Ukraine, as well as demonstrate their
expertise to the global market, boosting both countries’
economies while being a force for good.

This agreement was signed in the Old Admiralty Building
in London on Thursday 22nd May 2025, between the UK
Business and Trade Minister, Gareth Thomas MP, and the
KIND CEO, Mr. Bok Hwan Kim. It is KIND's inaugural MoU
with DBT and the UK Government.

The MoU will promote new UK-South Korean business
partnerships across third markets in the fields of
sustainable transport, healthcare infrastructure, smart cities
and urban development, clean energy, water and waste
management, and sustainable infrastructure and related
technologies. In Ukraine, this agreement will kickstart
urgent repairs to critical national infrastructure, including
housing, hospitals and power generators.

The partnership will advance the UK's strong diplomatic
and trade ties with the Republic of Korea as set out in the
2023 Downing Street Accord. It is also underpinned by
£16.3 billion in bilateral trade and supported through the
existing UK-ROK Free Trade Agreement, which the
Government has committed to upgrading.

The agreement also builds on the UK's landmark 100-Year
Partnership  with  Ukraine, whereby reconstruction
programms form a key part of the £5bn the UK
Government has provided to Ukraine in non-military
support.

Several key sectors were identified as potential
areas of cooperation, including the development of
smart and modern  cities, design  and
implementation of PPP projects, and promotion of
sustainable industrial parks, such as the upcoming
North Rift Green Industrial Park. In addition, the
partnership is expected to advance energy and
water infrastructure projects that will support both
industry and agriculture, contributing to Kenya's
long-term goals of sustainability and economic
inclusion.

This collaboration underscores Kenya's growing
commitment to adopting innovative financing
models and leveraging global expertise to transform
its infrastructure landscape. By partnering with
Korea's KIND, Kenya aims to create more jobs,
attract investment, and strengthen its capacity to
deliver resilient, green, and connected infrastructure.

The meeting marks an important milestone in
Kenya's efforts to modernize its national
infrastructure and reflects the government’s broader
strategy to build partnerships that stimulate growth,
innovation, and shared prosperity for all citizens.

Taking into account the broad opportunities for partnership,
the Deputy Prime Minister proposed that the head of KIND
consider opening a Corporation office in Kazakhstan.

Following the negotiations, a Memorandum of
Understanding on Alatau Smart City Development
Corporation was signed between the Ministry of Industry
and Construction of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the State
Fund Alatau City Authority, and the Korea Overseas
Infrastructure & Urban Development Corporation.
